18 inpatient rehabilitation hospitals and units (as de-
19 fined in section 1886(d)(1)(B)(i1)), long term care
20 hospitals (as defined in section1886(d)(1)(B)(iv)(I)),
21 and skilled nursing facilities (as defined in section
22 1819(a)) that are located in a hospital described in
23 section 1886(d).” .
